Student Drop-Off & Pick-Up - Safety Reminders

To ensure the safety and convenience of everyone in our school community, we kindly ask all parents
to follow these parking guidelines:

Please do not block community
members' driveways, as we have
received several complaints, in previous
years, from residents unable to access
their homes. The north parking lot is
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lane, the visitor parking lot (south), or

street parking.
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When dropping off or picking up
children, please use the south parking
lot or park along the street. The ‘Drop
and Go’ lane can also be used, but remember to stay in your vehicle and wait for your children to come
to you. Vehicles should not be left unattended to keep traffic flowing smoothly. Note that access to the
south parking lot is only through the ‘Drop and Go’ lane, and the south end is ‘Exit Only’ to maintain
safe traffic flow.

Please do not double park in the ‘Drop and Go’ lane, as it is a single-lane throughway. Double parking
has caused significant safety concerns for students, created congestion for vehicles accessing the
‘Drop and Go," and led to traffic backups on Carrington Drive and Clearview Drive.

We are excited to continue using Schoology this year to keep you informed about your child's
progress. In addition to tracking student progress, we will be expanding our use of Schoology to
include communication directly from your child's homeroom teacher. This means important updates,
classroom news, and resources will be easily accessible in one place.
